Background - Integration of World Heritage at the school

At Christopher Polhem the teachers have designed a local course about the World Heritage on The Natural Science Programme for the graduating classes to increase students’ awareness about the World Heritage sites. This local course contains 50 hours of studies, and was during the autumn term 2007 studied by 13 students from the Natural Science programme. The World Heritage course is since 6 years implemented in the school’s local curriculum. 

The central focus is: World Heritage in Young Hands

The students study world heritage issues from a local, national and international perspective. The aim is to reach groups outside the school, e.g. primary schools, local authorities and businesses. At present the students focus on sustainable development in connection with the world heritage site. This includes e.g. the effects of traffic and mass tourism on the world heritage sites. 

Students’ Project Work 

One group of students did their project work in connection with WH. 

CPG co-operates with environment experts from the Municipality of Gotland. 

Activities during 2007

In April 2006 a small group of students took part in a Student Exchange project Sustainable Development – Tourism and World Heritage Sites in Kiev in The Ukraine. Partners in the project are Finland, Estonia, Russia, The Ukraine and Sweden. 

Our partner school, Forodhani Secondary School in Stone Town Zanzibar, visited us in November 2007. The exchange with Forodhani began in 2004.

During the week the CPG students took the visitors on a guided tour to the historical sites. They also visited recycling stations with the guests, since sustainable development is integrated in the project. 

The students also got to show their knowledge of Visby’s world heritage when they guided visiting students and teachers from Kärrtorps Gymnasium. 

After the conference 2005 “World Heritage in School” a group of teachers from different levels met to discuss questions concerning World Heritage issues. The discussions resulted in a course organised by Gotland University in connection with Gotland Municipality Board of Education. BUF

World Heritage Seminaries in cooperation with Gotland University. The aim was to give the 20 participating teachers from all levels a more profound knowledge how to implement WH in the curriculum.

The Twinning project on Zanzibar runs for one more year.  13 students, 2 teachers (History, English) and one member from Gotland Municipality are planning to visit Stone Town, Zanzibar for one week in 2008. The main focus is awareness raising. The group will carry out practical activities in connection with environmental issues. 

A group of teachers from Visby, Tallinn and St Petersburg met in Helsinki to evaluate, plan and develop the project Sustainable Development – Tourism and World Heritage Sites for next year. 

Conclusion and summary

There is a steady progress in our work and to integrate world heritage issues into other subjects feels valuable and worthwhile. The support from Gotland Municipality has increased over the years and our aim is to have the WH implemented in the school plan for Gotland Municipality.

Annual report 2007/08

The Royal Domain of Drottningholm

The Drottningholm Palace with its’ surroundings – The Royal Domain of Drottningholm – has been on UNESCO’s World Heritage list since 1991. It is considered the most well-preserved royal castle built in the 1600s in Sweden and is at the same time representative of all European architecture for the period. The Royal Domain of Drottningholm stands on an island in Lake Mälaren west of Stockholm. According to UNESCO’s description Drottningholm, with its castle, perfectly preserved theatre (built in 1766), Chinese pavilion and gardens,  “is the finest example of an 18th-century north European royal residence inspired by the Palace of Versailles.” 

Objectives of the project

· As a means of implementing the World Heritage Convention we want to engage and involve our students in the protection of the World Heritages in general and more specifically the Royal Domain of Drottningholm.

· We want to develop our students’ knowledge of the rich and unique history and environment of Drottningholm, as well as giving the students a deepened knowledge of UNESO’s work.

· Thanks to the nearness to Drottningholm we appreciate the possibility of using the World Heritage as an “alternative classroom”. 

· We also plan to initiate a collaboration with other schools associated with the World Heritages, first of all in Sweden, but also with schools in other countries as well.

Activities during the school year 2007/08

· Excursions
During the past year we have performed at least 5 excursions with students and/or staff to Drottningholm. Students and staff have participated in guided tours in the castle and its surrounding parks. 

· Photo competition
This Spring we had our second annual Photo Competition. The theme for this year’s competition was “Springtime at Drottningholm”. The top ten photos were selected by a jury, and these photos were then exhibited at Bromma gymnasium and at Drottningholm. The top three photographers won exclusive prizes from the Royal Shop at Drottningholm Castle. The winning contributions will also be published in a local newspaper.

· Poetry competition
This Spring we also had our first annual Poetry Competition. The theme was “Springtime at Drottningholm”. The top three poems were selected by a jury, and these poems were then exhibited at Bromma gymnasium and at Drottningholm along with the winning photos from the Photo Competition.

· Guided tours
Students in the course ”Speech and retorics” have performed several guided tours in the Drottningholm castle for fellow students, for relatives and friends and for staff at Bromma gymnasium. Students in the French courses have performed guided tours in French at the Drottningholm Castle. 

· Statue Hunt
During two excursion days the students participtated in a ”statue hunt” which involved looking at a paper with photos of different statues and then loacating each statue in the royal park.

Annual report from Tanum school, Tanumshede 2007

Tanum school  has about 450 pupils and 30 teachers and our work is done in accordance with the guidelines of the community school plan. This plan clearly stresses the importance for the school putting time and engagement in understanding, and actively working with our cultural heritage, specifically with our local World Heritage, the rock-carvings.

All pupils in 7th and 8th class worked with the heritage during one day in September. They walked to Vitlycke Museum – 3 kilometres, visited the museum and answered some prepared questions. They also looked at the rock-carvings and had a guided tour in the Bronze Age farm. 

We have started an exchange of pupils with a school in Capo di Ponte, Val Camonica in Italy. 14 pupils and 3 teachers stayed there for five days to study the rock-carvings and learn more about the heritages in both countries.

In  September 2008 are pupils from Italy coming to Tanumshede and we will try to have a World Heritage Day.

Bokenskolan is an upper secondary school with the following programmes: social sciences, natural sciences, technical studies, hydropower, commerce, and nursing. Since 1999 Bokenskolan also offers a Sámi option with national recruitment. It is the only one of its kind in Sweden. The students study the language, the history and the culture of the Sámi. Traditional handicraft is also part of the curriculum.

Activites during 2007:

Teachers and students:

· First and seconds form students from the Sámi option program went to Kuorpak a Sámi sites, where the male reindeer are gathered for slaughter. 

· In Bokenskolan there are 2 local courses on the geological, ecological and cultural aspects of the Jokkmokk region. In these courses, the natural science students get a good insight into Laponia. The  first course is initiated with a visit to an exceptional primeval forest in june. During five days in August in the Laponia area. The second course is in March, when the students visit Tarradalen on skis. This valley border is in the south of Laponia.

· In the course environment the students work a lot about the environment in the Laponia area.

· When we had international visitors from Spain in May of 2007 we had a "Spanglish Camp" in Kvikkjokk where we practised both English and Spanish and were able to reflect about our different cultures.  Kvikkjokk is on the edge of the Laponia national park, so as we looked up to the mountains and gave the history of Kvikkjokk we also represented Laponia for our guests.  In May there is still snow up in Kvikkjokk, and the students enjoyed the snow!

· In end of April four girls in the 2nd year of trade- and business program with aim at tourism and one teacher went to Suomenlinna in Finland. It is a historic sea fortress that was included in Unesco’s World Heritage List in 1991 as a unique monument to European military architecture. They walked around in the fortress, which was built during the periods of Swedish and Russian rule, enjoyed the parks, the sea and the nature of the archipelago. They experienced the Suomenlinna Museum exhibition, which told us the story of Suomenlinna dating back over 250 years. They also enjoyed a half-hour widescreen show covering the construction of the maritime fortress, the sea battles for the fortification and life and sounds in the garrison town.

Students:

· In some classes, the students have written essays about Laponia.

· In the syllabus of literature, the students study poems and short stories by Sámi writers. The religion of the Sámi is now introduced in the syllabus of religion.

· The students in the Sámi option programe are studying reindeering, handicraft, the sámi language and the culture.

Young people´s participation in world heritage education

Here is the report from Hedeskolan Tanumshede 2007

Our world heritage is the rock carvings in the area round Vitlycke in Tanum. In our school, Hedeskolan, we are all involved, but there are especially the pupils in the age of 9-12 years old who have worked with them more than the others.

In 2000 the school adopted two panels and during 2007 the pupils just have visited these panels. The oldest pupils try to teach the other pupils in school about the carvings and the documentation of them. It´s important to go on using the method “Pupils teach pupils”, we started to use, when we worked with  the project “Världens bilder”, which started the teaching aid on Internet - www.varldensbilder.se . Class 6 was responsible of answering questions on this site only for a part of the school-year due to problems with the webaddress. 

This year the pupils in class 4, 5 and 6 have visited the panels in the surroundings. They also visited an excavation, where some archaeologists showed the pupils how they worked. The pupils were allowed to dig by themselves. The pupils even found potsherds!

Munsö School is a small school with ca. 80 students between the ages of 6 and 12.

Our World Heritage area includes the Viking period king’s estate at Hovgården on the island of Adelsö and the underground archaeological remains of Sweden’s first city, Birka, on the island of Björkö in Lake Mälaren. A visitor sees only the large burial grounds, but with a good imagination one can also envision the city in Viking times with its unkempt streets and multicultural life including people from many countries.

We set aside five weeks during the spring to undertake our World Heritage work. During this time we engaged actively with the Viking Period in general, considering how people lived and how the places where they lived might have looked.

Archaeological excavations were undertaken both in Hovgården and in Birka during 1990-5. These excavations have helped us greatly.

From pre-school and up we have worked with the Viking Period in the form of handicrafts.

In the pre-school the children made draw-string bags which carried the game three-in-a-row. Game boards were produced in clay.

Together with their student mentors in the Third Grade they baked Viking bread and churned butter for a family evening.

Grade 1 produced a magazine about Birka. They also made ‘teeth’ for a toothed necklace and learned how people dressed as well as which types of work took place at Birka. They began to write in their World Heritage books.

Grade 2 weaved handbags and crafted jewellery in self-made moulds. They made these moulds in the same way that they were made during Viking times, which meant that they had to break the moulds in order to extract the jewellery. They made their own felted wool seat warmers. Grade 2 learned a great deal about Viking house construction. They documented their work in their World Heritage books. 

Grade 3 weaved belts and baked Viking Bread as well as churned butter with the older students. Grade 3 also learned about Viking journeys, how boats were built and where they sailed. Naturally, Viking trade was included in the studies. The children produced a theatre piece which they performed during a family evening. They also learned the Rune alphabet and now are competent at writing in Rune script. They made their own Rune stones and made a necklace with a clay pendant in which they inscribed a Rune. 

This year we included carpentry in our work. Grades 3-5 produced a Viking game for the school play ground with playing pieces produced by hand.

The handicrafts instructor produced clay pots with Grades 4-5. The students baked the pots using the same technique as the Vikings did.

Grades 4-5 further developed our models of the Viking cities – one for Viking Birka and one for Hovgården. They learned many facts in order to explain the models in a historically-informed manner. This year they also produced models of findings in the graves in order to show other classes what could be found in specific graves.

All of our work which occupies a total of five weeks is evaluated during one evening when parents and others are invited to an evening with displays, theatre and musical entertainment, Viking games and food.

This year we invited all of the Third Graders in our principality to a day at Hovgården in which Classes 4-5 gave an account of Birka, guided other students through Hövgården and played Viking games. A local organization called Alsnu skeppslag also co-operated in this effort.

We have contacted other World Heritage schools to commence an exchange of letters between students. Three schools have replied and the exchange has already begun with two of the schools.

Our goal is that all students attending Munsö School will be familiar with and have visited our World Heritage Sites; understand why these have been bestowed with this title; and feel proud about living in this area. In addition, we make efforts to spread knowledge and understanding about our World Heritage sites to other schools around us.

Linnéskola 2007

Östra skolan joined a network of Swedish Schools to celebrate the 300th anniversary of our famous scientist Carl von Linné.  In 1732 he travelled in the Laponia area and gave names to a lot of flowers here.  The 9th graders visited our special alpine garden with plants that grow in the mountains.  There was a guide dressed in historical clothes guiding the group by reading what Carl von Linné thought about people and flowers in this area.  

Östra skolan had to make an extra effort in environmental teaching while being in the network Linnéskola 2007.

International contacts

In April/May a group of students from both Bokenskola and Östra skola visited Montevideo, Uruguay.  They lived with local families and went to school with their hosts.  Since it was Easter they were able to see the yearly gaucho rodeo as the "cowboys" tried to stay on wild horses.  The group also took time to do activities with children from two children's homes, such as visit a large zoo park and feed the llamas. For one home they bought a table football game for the children. They also visited Colonia del Sacramento, Uruguay's only world heritage site, the old Portuguese colonial town with the children from one of the homes. 

In May a group of students from Esparraguera, Spain visited us for a week.  As well as visiting classes and learning about the Sámi culture at the museum, we took a trip to Kvikkjokk, which is on the border of the Laponia world heritage area, and had a "Spanglish" camp with students from Spain and from Jokkmokk.

In September a group of students from Jokkmokk visited Barcelona.  They spent a few days with students from Esparraguera, getting a feel for a Spanish school and Spanish homes and visiting the nearby Montserrat Monestary.  They visited several world heritage sites in Barcelona: some of the works of Antoni Gaudí such as Parque Güell, Sagrada Familia, Casa Batlló and Casa Milá as well as another world heritage site, the Palau de la música catalana in Barcelona.

Two visitors from Tanzania came to Östra skolan, Valeria Kato and Adolph Mugele. They studied the Sámi culture at the Àjtte Museum and took a field trip to the mountins to see the Sámi people separate and slaughter reindeer accompanied by Swedish students and teachers.

In October a delegation from Östra skolan went to Tanzania for an exchange visit to our sister school, Tweyambe Secondary School in Bukoba.  On the way they went to see the two World Heritages Ngorongoro Crater and the Serenghetti National Park.  The students enjoyed very much the sight of the big animals like giraffes, lions, hippopotamus and cheetah.  Most impressing was when the cheetah passed 2 meters from the car.

At the school our students participated in lessons and played football with the Tanzanian students. They visited different families to learn about their houses and their traditional food.  They became more aware of the problem with HIV when we went to visit an institution called HUYAWA  in Bukoba town who work with 35000 orphans.

Nature studies and hikes

The 6th graders went to Muddus in June to study the old forest and to see how a big forest fire last year has affected the area.  The fire was a natural occurrence caused by lightening. They walked 7 km to see the great canyon and Muddus river waterfall.  All students stayed overnight in tents.

The first week in June all 8th graders went by bicycles 35 km to a river where they measured temperature, wind, air pressure, solar energy, humidity  etc for 24 hours. When making graphs it was clear that the measurements interact with each other.  The aim of this study is to let students understand how nature is affected by different parameters.

A part of our Laponia studies is the big event in the mountains when the Sámi people collect thousands of reindeers and slaughter some of them. This year as well, all the 7th graders went to Kuorpak to experience this happening. This year they were accompanied by some immigrants from Colombia and a guest from Tanzania.

English Camp

On the edge of Laponia, in Kvikkjokk at the end of the road we had our yearly camp for the 7th graders.  It is a chance to see the majestic nature Laponia has to offer, with the snow-covered mountains and forests.  It is also an opportunity to work hard through simulation exercises in an attempt to understand the world we live in and give us more empathy for other cultures and people.

Jokkmokk Winter Market

Students from Östra skolan participated in the Historical Market where they listened to some short stories from old times and saw a way of making fire with a big log, which isn´t used nowadays.  Some students accompanied a taxidermist at the museum to see how he stuffed birds.

The younger students visited art and handcraft exhibitions and met with artists and artisans and interviewed them.

School report  from Ådalsskolan 2007- 2008

Ådalsskolan have been working with the adopted goal of the province of Västernorrland: “Preserved geological diversity”. Since our World Heritage is the focal ponit of this goal, we have decided to concentrate on visualizing that goal to our students. This visualizing work has been carried out within the framework of the ordinary subjects of the curriculum: Geography, Natural Science, Biology, Environmental Science and Social Science. After theoretical preparations we have done excursions of different kinds. Some examples of our work with the students are:

1st year students at the Natural Science and Social Science Programme have been on an excursion to the High Coast. It included overnight camping in tents and studies of the geology of and around the Slåttdalsskreva in the Skule forest. They also visited the newly build showroom called “Skule Naturum”

3rd year Environmental students at the Natural Science Programme have studied some of the special locations in the High Coast area. An excursion has been carried out in the month of May. 

All students of the Social Science programme have been on a round trip in our World Heritage area and the students guided each other. They have studied the geology and different nature types and how these are affected by human beings. 

The rest of the students at our school have had lessons during the year pointing out to them  the importance of the area as a heritage for coming generations.
